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Intfroduction

In this task (T4.3. Masterclasses/Practical fraining days), that is part of the WP4 “Engaging young people
in the construction ecosystem”, the partners organised a series of events (masterclasses, practical
training days, employment-education fairs for young people, etc.) in cooperation with the stakeholders
of the sector (e.g. large companies and innovative construction centres, new technologies suppliers and
material manufacturers, paritarian bodies, schools) to attract young people. The aim was to create
synergies between the trainers, the employers and young people based on the training needs of the

sector in order to decrease the skills gap.

These sessions intended to provide a cutting-edge, meaningful, inspiring and engaging resource for

students, that can be used widely across Europe and in a variety of different contexts.

Task 4.3 was developed as follows:

The masterclasses actively engaged young participants through a dynamic and participatory
methodology designed to stimulate their attention and curiosity towards the opportunities within the

For example, if the masterclass session is conducted within the framework of a frade fair, it
could be beneficial to engage young individuals with augmented reality tools such as a
construction site simulator, encouraging inferactive participation and experiential learning.

Il.  Itiscrucial to provide young individuals with the necessary tools to concretely understand the
reality of construction sites and all the opportunities offered, especially considering
technological innovations and sustainability advancements.

.  Another way to aftract young people to the sector could be through the promotion of
competitions among student youths, which can be organised both at the local and national
levels. These competitions could focus on various themes or practices within the industry,
encouraging participation and fostering interest among the younger generation.

IV.  Furthermore, serious games could also be utilised during masterclasses as educational tools
to promote understanding of the sector and effective learning. By integrating serious games
info the curriculum, partficipants can engage in interactive and immersive experiences that

facilitate knowledge acquisition and skill development in a dynamic and enjoyable wau.

This event represents one of the most significant
initiatives in the construction landscape, dedicated to the enhancement of training and professional

skills in the construction sector.

Ediltrophy is a bricklaying competition born in 2008 on the initiative of the Social Parties of the
construction industry, including ANCE, FENEAL-UIL, FILCA-CISL, FILLEA-CGIL, ANAEPA
CONFARTIGIANATO, CNA COSTRUZIONI, CLAAI, CASARTIGIANI, CONFAPI ANIEM, AGCI,
CONFCOQOPERATIVE and LEGACOOP.

The aim of the competition is to promote high-quality fraining, regular work and safety in the
construction sector. Organised by Formedil (Ente Unico Formazione e Sicurezza) in collaboration with
SAIE and the Istituto Professionale Edile di Bologna (IIPLE) and Formedil Bari, the competition is
structured in a series of regional or interregional selections, culminating in a national final where the

best bricklayers of the year are proclaimed in the junior and senior categories.

This competition is a unigue opportunity for young talents to demonstrate their technical skills and
create direct connections with companies in the sector, thus helping to promote youth employment in
a strategic sector such as construction. The large participation and enthusiasm shown by competitors

and the public have underlined the importance of these initiatives for the future of construction.

The five masterclasses were held on specific dates and locations, flanking each competition with
practical training and observation sessions. These sessions involved a total of 55 young participants,
including 11 foreigners (20% of participants), aged between 17 and 23, coming from different territorial

bodies adhering to the Formedil system.

The geographical and cultural diversity of the partficipants further enriched the experience,

encouraging a constructive comparison between different approaches and methodologies.

During the masterclasses, participants tried their hand at creating concrete projects, including

benches with and without flowerbeds and a flower fountain. These activities not only allowed the
young bricklayers to put info practice the skills they had learned during their training, but also
demonstrated how the combination of creativity and technique can give life to works of great

aesthetic and functional value.

The entire Pac4Youth project, and particularly the masterclasses organised as part of Ediltrophuy,
represented a significant opportunity for young students, allowing them to develop practical skills,
improve their technical abilities and gain direct experience in the field. The active participation and
emotional involvement of young people demonstrated the importance of investing in training in the
construction sector, a strategic sector for the economy and the infrastructural development of the

country.

In conclusion, the competitions and masterclasses not only offered participants a high-level training
experience, but also raised awareness among the public of the importance of continuous training and
practical experience in the field of masonry. This project helped to highlight the value of technical
preparation and the importance of specialised skills for the future of construction, while promoting

the inclusion of young people in the world of work.
